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  Final report of the Panel of Experts on the Central African 
Republic extended pursuant to Security Council resolution 
2507 (2020) 
 

 

 

 Summary 

 During the reporting period, the political and security situation was strongly 

affected by the prospect of the presidential and legislative elections, scheduled for 

December 2020 and March 2021. A controversial proposal calling for constitutional 

reform and fresh calls for a political transition (instead of elections) triggered a rise in 

tensions between the Government and the opposition. Relations were particularly 

strained between the supporters of the President, Faustin-Archange Touadéra, and 

those of the former President and sanctioned individual, François Bozizé, owing to 

speculation around Bozizé’s candidacy for upcoming elections. 

 The prospect of elections represented an additional incentive for armed groups 

to maintain and extend their control over territory. For those groups, presence on the 

ground could offer them the opportunity to influence the electoral process, thereby 

obtaining leverage in discussions with national and international actors. As a result, 

despite their nominal commitment to implement the Political Agreement for Peace and 

Reconciliation in the Central African Republic, signed in Bangui on 6 February 2019, 

armed groups continued to impede the restoration of State authority and engaged in 

many violations of the Agreement. In particular, the Union pour la paix en Centrafrique 

(UPC), led by Ali Darassa, and Retour, réclamation et réhabilitation (3R), led by Abbas 

Sidiki, expanded their areas of control. 

 The fighting in the north-east that was described in the previous report of the 

Panel (S/2019/930) continued, with all warring parties – including the Front populaire 

pour la renaissance de la Centrafrique (FPRC), the Mouvement des libérateurs 

centrafricains pour la justice (MLCJ) and the Rassemblement patriotique pour le 

renouveau de la Centrafrique (RPRC) – involved in major violations of human rights 

and international humanitarian law. The present report documents cases of, inter alia, 

targeted killings, sexual violence by those groups and the UPC and 3R, as well as the 

forced relocation of displaced communities by combatants in Ndélé and Birao.  

 The series of clashes was also fed by arrivals of foreign fighters and weaponry, 

mainly from the Sudan. Regional arms trafficking also continued through other routes. 

The report addresses a seizure of arms, most likely in transit to the Central African 

Republic, by the authorities of the Democratic Republic of the Congo in Gbadolite. 

With regard to security sector reform, the Panel addressed the challenges in the 

establishment of the joint security units and the expansion of the role and size of the 

Presidential Guard. 

 Concerning natural resources, armed groups continued to benefit from the 

increase in artisanal gold production as a result of shortcomings in the procedures and 

rules intended to allow the Central African Republic and neighbouring countries to 

effectively tackle gold smuggling. The Panel investigated the growing involvement of 

3R in the gold sector in the western part of the country, as well as the situation in the 

Ouham Prefecture, where a gold rush around Kouki offered ex-Séléka factions a new 

source of revenue. The Government also continued to issue mining permits in areas 

outside its control, raising the risk of armed groups receiving financing through the 

exploitation of natural resources.

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 The period under review was also marked by a heightened increase in the 

dissemination of inflammatory language in social, online and print media, often 

facilitated by the actions of organized networks. In February and March, several staff 

of the United Nations Multidimensional Integrated Stabilization Mission in the Central 

African Republic were targets of a defamation campaign by individuals close to the 

Government of the Central African Republic. The campaign, along with the  continued 

use of inflammatory language by political parties, raised concerns for the upcoming 

electoral period. 

 Concerning sanctions implementation, the report underlines continued travel ban 

violations by the sanctioned individual, Nourredine Adam, and delays in the 

submission of arms embargo notifications to the Security Counci l Committee 

established pursuant to resolution 2127 (2013) concerning the Central African 

Republic.

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 I. Background  
 

 

1. On 31 January, the Security Council adopted resolution 2507 (2020), by which 

the Panel of Experts was mandated, inter alia, to provide to the Council, after 

discussion with the Security Council Committee established pursuant to resolution 

2127 (2013) concerning the Central African Republic, a final report no later than 

15 July. 

2. In accordance with resolution 2507 (2020), the present report, inter alia, 

contains an assessment of the implementation of the measures imposed by the 

Security Council (an arms embargo, a travel ban and an asset freeze) and addresses a 

number of issues with the aim of identifying individuals and entities involved in 

sanctionable activities, as defined in paragraphs 20 to 22 of Council resolution 2399 

(2018) and extended in resolution 2507 (2020). 

3. The report covers the period from 1 March, the beginning of the Panel’s 

mandate, to 9 June, the date on which the report was completed, with references to 

earlier developments. 

4. Owing to the liquidity crisis in the United Nations and resulting reductions in 

translation staff, the Panel has had to limit the length of its report. As a result, some 

of its findings are included in annexes. 

5. Owing to travel restrictions related to the coronavirus disease (COVID-19) 

pandemic, the Panel has been unable to travel and conduct field investigations since 

the beginning of its tenure, which seriously constrained its capacity to fully 

implement its mandate. 

 

  Cooperation  
 

6. Since the beginning of its mandate, the Panel has addressed 17 official 

communications to Member States, international organizations and private entities. It 

received only five responses (see annex 1). 

7. Pursuant to paragraph 8 of resolution 2507 (2020), the Panel has continued to 

exchange information with other panels or groups of experts established by the 

Security Council, in particular the Panels of Experts on South Sudan and the Sudan, 

as well as the Group of Experts on the Democratic Republic of the Congo. 

8. The Panel thanks the United Nations Multidimensional Integrated Stabilization 

Mission in the Central African Republic (MINUSCA) for its continued support and 

collaboration. 

 

  Methodology 
 

9. The Panel endeavours to ensure compliance with the standards recommended 

by the Security Council Informal Working Group on General Issues of Sanctions in 

its report of December 2006 (see S/2006/997, annex). While the Panel aims to be as 

transparent as possible, in situations where identifying its sources would expose them 

or others to unacceptable safety risks, the Panel has withheld identifying information. 

The Panel has corroborated findings by triangulating information with independent 

and reliable sources. 

10. The Panel is equally committed to the highest degree of fairness and has strived 

to make available to parties, where appropriate and possible, any information in the 

report regarding which those parties may be cited, for their review, comment and 

response, within a specified deadline.

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11. The Panel safeguards the independence of its work against any effort to 

undermine its impartiality or create a perception of bias. The Panel approved the text, 

conclusions and recommendations in the present report on the basis of consensus prior 

to its transmission by the Panel’s Coordinator to the President of the Security Council.  

 

 

 II. Political issues: implementation of the Political Agreement 
for Peace and Reconciliation in the Central African 
Republic, upcoming elections and calls for a transition 
 

 

 A. Implementation of the Agreement and punitive measures  
 

 

12. Both the Government and signatory armed groups continued to express support 

for the implementation of the Political Agreement for Peace and Reconciliation in the 

Central African Republic (S/2019/145, annex), signed in February 2019. During the 

sixth, seventh and eighth sessions of the Executive Monitoring Committee, held on 

3 December 2019, 28 February 2020 and 22 May 2020, respectively, the signatories 

and international partners continued to discuss punitive measures in response to 

violations pursuant to article 35 of the Agreement (see annex 2.1 and S/2019/930, 

para. 15). However, the Panel notes that armed group leaders, Ali Darassa, Mahamat 

Al-Khatim and Abbas Sidiki, have yet to be the object of any of the targeted measures 

discussed (for instance, suspension or revocation of appointment to official positions, 

implementation of arrest warrants or asset freeze), despite the involvement of fighters 

under their command in clear and repeated violations (see paras. 15, 52–57, 66 and 

82–89).1  

 

 

 B. Tensions around the preparations for the elections 
 

 

13. While the COVID-19 pandemic raised concerns over possible delays, the 

National Electoral Authority announced on 29 April that the first and second round 

of the presidential and legislative elections were still scheduled for 27 December 2020 

and 7 February 2021, respectively. Annex 2.2 provides information on preparations 

for the elections by political parties, including the establishment of an opposition 

political platform on 11 February comprising the Union pour le Renouveau de la 

Centrafrique of Anicet Dologuélé and Kwa Na Kwa (KNK)  of former President, 

François Bozizé. 

14. In discussions with the Panel and public communiqués, opposition leaders 

expressed several concerns regarding the upcoming elections.  

 

  Security and political concerns 
 

15. First, opposition leaders considered that insecurity was likely to undermine their 

capacity to campaign. As a testament to the challenges politicians face owing to the 

presence of armed groups, on 10 February, combatants from Retour, réclamation et 

réhabilitation (3R) stopped the leader of the political party Mouvement de libération 

du peuple centrafricain (MLPC), Martin Ziguélé, on his way to Mann (Ouham -Pendé 

Prefecture). Although he was accompanied by elements of the Armed Forces of the 

Central African Republic (FACA), he was forced to return to Bocaranga. The 3R 

leader, Siwo, reportedly argued that Ziguélé had failed to inform the armed group of

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his movements.2 Annex 2.3 provides information on threats expressed against MLPC 

members by the leader of the Mouvement patriotique pour la Centrafrique (MPC), 

Mahamat Al-Khatim. 

16. Some opposition leaders claimed that the President had formed an alliance with 

certain armed groups in the hope that those groups would facilitate his re -election, 

for instance by influencing voters or activities of the National Electoral Authority in 

the provinces (see annex 2.4). While the Panel was not in a position to confirm the 

existence of such a strategy, it noted that a number of local leaders of armed groups 

controlling areas in the north-eastern part of the country have been campaigning for 

Touadéra’s re-election (see annex 2.5). 

17. Annex 2.6 includes information on issues raised by the opposition regarding the 

National Electoral Authority and its independence. 

 

  Debates around a failed constitutional reform and calls for a transition  
 

18. Tensions between the Government and the opposition crystallized around a 

constitutional reform proposal providing for the extension of the terms of the 

President and the National Assembly in the event that elections could not be held as 

scheduled, owing to force majeure (for instance, the COVID-19 pandemic). 

Proponents of the proposal, which received the Government’s support (see annex 2.7), 

told the Panel that it aimed to prevent an institutional vacuum and a new political 

transition. 

19. The idea of establishing a transitional Government involving all political 

parties, which had gained traction in 2019 (see S/2019/930, para. 40), was indeed 

revived as the prospect of election delays grew. While the main opposition leaders 

stopped openly promoting the idea after the Agreement guarantors opposed it, 3 other 

individuals continued to express support, for example, the Siriri coalition president, 

Mustapha Saboune (see S/2019/930, annex 2.10, and annex 2.8 to the present report). 

Also, the former FACA Chief of Staff (2016–2018), Ludovic Ngaïfei, called in April 

for the establishment of a triumvirate, supported by a military council, to enable the 

“liberation” of the territory from the presence of armed groups ahead of any elections 

(see annex 2.9). 

20. Civil society and opposition members expressed strong concerns over the 

proposed constitutional reform, considering that it aimed to provide the President 

with a way to extend his term in office by instrumentalizing the concept of force 

majeure (see annex 2.10). Some international partners also expressed concerns over 

the timing of the proposal, considering that such an initiative, a few months ahead of 

the elections, and without the consent of political actors, could be a factor of 

instability (see annex 2.11). 

21. In an opinion dated 5 June, the Constitutional Court declared the proposal 

unconstitutional and provided that, in case of delays, a solution should be found 

through a national concertation, while ruling out the scenario of a transition (see 

annex 2.12). 

 

  The return of François Bozizé 
 

22. After seven years in exile, the former President and sanctioned individual, 

François Bozizé returned to the Central African Republic during the night of 15 to 

16 December 2019 (further information on the return is provided in annex 2.13). On

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27 January, he expressed his intention to request his withdrawal from the United 

Nations sanctions list and support ongoing reconciliation efforts (see annex 2.14). 4  

23. Bozizé’s possible candidacy in the presidential election5 triggered serious 

concerns for those pushing for the re-election of the President, who won in 2016 

thanks to the support of most members of KNK and of Bozizé’s ethnic community, 

the Gbaya. 

24. The meeting between the President and Bozizé on 21 January did not defuse 

tensions, which reached a peak in late March to early April. The arrest on 28 March 

at the house of the anti-balaka leader and Minister for Arts, Culture and Tourism, 

Dieudonné Ndomaté, of individuals suspected of fomenting a coup d’état, and the 

arrest of others close to Bozizé’s house on 3 April (see annex 2.15) were evidence, 

according to the former President, of a government strategy to “eliminate him 

politically as well as physically” (see annex 2.16). The authorities of the Central 

African Republic indicated in response that none of those incidents had targeted 

Bozizé directly (see annex 2.17). 

 

 

 C. The case of Elio Ciolini, alias Bruno Lugon  
 

 

25. The Panel was informed by multiple sources6 that, between February and April 

2020, an individual using the name “Bruno Lugon” and introducing himself as 

“special adviser to the President on national security” (see annex 2.18) offered armed 

groups and opposition leaders support, including weaponry, with a view to ousting 

the Government of the Central African Republic and prompting a poli tical transition. 

In a text message obtained by the Panel (see annex 2.19), Lugon claimed to be 

working on behalf of a “group of decision makers on worldwide issues”.  

26. According to information gathered by the Panel, Lugon failed to garner support 

from those he contacted. Indeed, a number of individuals contacted by the Panel 

indicated their suspicions that it was a ruse to get them indicted.  

27. During a conversation with the Panel on 26 May, the individual identifying 

himself as Bruno Lugon claimed to be working as an intelligence officer under the 

direction of the President. He confirmed to the Panel that he had made the 

aforementioned offers of support to several Central African Republic stakeholders. 

He justified the offers by claiming they were part of a strategy to identify threats to 

the current regime. Following the Panel’s request for information, the authorities of 

the Central African Republic indicated that Lugon’s “subversive activities” had been 

conducted outside his mandate as presidential adviser. They informed the Panel that 

he had been dismissed from his functions on 3 June (see annex 2.20) and had been 

arrested two days later. 

28. Further investigations by the Panel revealed that Lugon’s real name was Elio 

Ciolini and that he was an Italian national with a criminal record, including links with 

far-right terrorist groups. He denied the information. However, those familiar with 

Ciolini recognized him from the laissez-passer photo signed by the consulate of the 

Central African Republic in Douala, Cameroon, which Lugon used to enter the 

country. More information on Ciolini is provided in annex 2.21.

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 III. Continued fighting in the north-east 
 

 

29. The December 2019 report of the Panel (S/2019/930) described the ongoing 

conflict in the north-eastern part of the country, primarily between the Rounga faction 

of the Front populaire pour la renaissance de la Centrafrique (FPRC) (hereafter 

FPRC/Rounga) and a predominantly Goula and Kara coalition composed of the Parti 

du rassemblement de la nation centrafricaine (PRNC)/Rassemblement patriotique 

pour le renouveau de la Centrafrique (RPRC) and the Mouvement des libérateurs 

centrafricains pour la justice (MLCJ) (see S/2019/930, paras. 46–76). In the 

intervening months, conflict dynamics expanded both geographically and in 

complexity, drawing in new actors, mainly from the Sudan. Fighting spread to Bria 

(Haute-Kotto Prefecture) on 25 January and Ndélé (Bamingui-Bangoran Prefecture) 

on 11 March. 

30. Paragraphs 44 to 51 below also address a case of missing weapons that 

illustrates the weaknesses of weapons management by the national authorities, as well 

as widespread violations of human rights and international humanitarian law 

committed by warring parties, including the use of civilians as human shields, the 

forced return of internally displaced persons, widespread sexual violence and 

violence against humanitarian workers.  

 

 

 A. A conflict driven by politics and ethnic rivalry 
 

 

31. Territorial control and related taxation opportunities remained the key objective 

of the warring parties, while political motives intensified in this election year. Several 

members of armed groups operating in the north-east told the Panel that they 

considered holding main towns essential in order to be in a position, if necessary, to 

influence the outcome of the elections and to offer them a bargaining chip vis-à-vis 

political actors, including the Government. As previously reported (see S/2017/1023, 

paras. 147–152), the traditional rivalry between the Goula and Rounga communities 

also continued to fuel the conflict.  

32. PRNC continued to be used by the RPRC leadership – Zakaria Damane and his 

nephew, Djono Ahaba, currently Minister for Energy and Hydrocarbon – as a cover 

to conduct military operations.7 As highlighted in the previous report of the Panel (see 

S/2019/930, paras. 55–64), the official leader of PRNC, Nourd Gregaza, although he 

claimed responsibility for ongoing fighting (see annex 3.1), continued to serve only 

as a figurehead. According to PRNC and RPRC members, the decision to attack Ndélé 

on 11 March, which triggered the most serious violations of international 

humanitarian law during the reporting period (see para. 48), was taken and the attack 

was prepared by Damane, who directly instructed Azor Kalite to conduct the 

operation. The PRNC/RPRC leadership hoped to claim control over the three 

prefectures of the north-east to secure political gains after the elections, in particular 

the appointment of a Goula prime minister.8  

33. The conflict considerably weakened the military capacity of FPRC, increasing 

reliance on foreign fighters from the Sudan (see paras. 37–38). It also triggered 

divisions within the armed group (see annex 3.2).

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  The return of Michel Djotodia  
 

34. On 10 January, the former President, Michel Djotodia (see S/2019/930, 

paras. 123–138), returned to the Central African Republic for a two-day visit, the first 

since his departure from power in January 2014.  

35. Since his return, the Panel has collected testimonies from FPRC, RPRC, PRNC 

and MLCJ members stating that Djotodia has reaffirmed his leadership over the Goula 

community. The Panel was also informed that Djotodia was one of the instigators of 

the above-mentioned divisions within FPRC, seeking to reclaim his status as the 

ex-Séléka leader. That confirmed the rift between Djotodia and Nourredine Adam, 

who have reportedly not been in contact since peace talks in Khartoum in January 

2019.9  

36. From 15 to 16 April and in mid-May 2020, representatives of the Goula 

community, RPRC and FPRC members, including “general” Ali Ousta, met Darassa 

in Bokolbo (Ouaka Prefecture) to discuss a “defence agreement” between the Union 

pour la paix en Centrafrique (UPC), on the one hand, and armed Goula elements from 

the RPRC/PRNC and FPRC dissidents, on the other. According to several testimonies, 

including from individuals present at the April meeting, Djotodia had a phone 

conversation with Darassa. He then indicated that the Goula delegation was there as 

per his instructions, confirming his return as an armed group leader. Djotodia 

confirmed to the Panel his intention to return to the Central African Republic, but 

only with a view to contributing to reconciliation (annex 3.3). 

 

 

 B. Increased involvement of Sudanese fighters  
 

 

37. As highlighted in the previous report of the Panel (see S/2019/930, paras. 65–69), 

both FPRC and the RPRC/PNRC/MLCJ coalition have used their connections in 

neighbouring countries, in particular with Sudanese community leaders, to obtain 

ammunition, weaponry and armed elements recruited on the promise of payment in 

cash, cattle or looting. On 16 February, after the FPRC attack on Birao, Chadian and 

Sudanese identification documents were found on deceased FPRC fighters (see 

annex 3.4).  

 

  Significant influx of Misseriya militia 
 

38. Annex 3.5 provides information on the influx of foreign fighters, including a 

Sudanese Misseriya militia. 

 

  A former Janjaweed leader under the protection of the Rassemblement 

patriotique pour le renouveau de la Centrafrique  
 

39. In its previous report, the Panel described the alliance between the 

PNRC/RPRC/MLCJ coalition and members of the Tai’sha ethnic group from the 

Sudan (see S/2019/930, paras. 65 and 66).  

40. In mid-February, Ali Kushayb (see annex 3.6), a Tai’sha from the Sudan, was 

hosted for several days at the residence of the Sultan of Birao. Kushayb is a former 

Janjaweed chief who was integrated into the Sudanese security forces in 2006 as head 

of the central reserve police in Um Dafug (South Darfur). He left the Sudan for the 

Central African Republic, reportedly facing arrest by the International Criminal Court. 10

41. Kushayb arrived in Birao with two pickups of armed elements and stocks of 

ammunition that were reportedly given to MLCJ and used to defend Birao during 

attacks by the FPRC/Rounga from 13 to 16 February, just days after his arrival.11  

42. Between February and June, Kushayb stayed in the Sam Ouandja area (Haute-

Kotto Prefecture) under the protection of the RPRC leader, Zakaria Damane. On 

7 June, he surrendered himself to local authorities in Birao and was then transferred 

to the International Criminal Court.12  

43. The Panel believes that the growing involvement of Sudanese armed militias 

represents a major threat to the long-term stability of the north-east, as no Central 

African armed group has the capacity to control their actions. The Panel’s planned 

visit to the Sudan to discuss such issues was postponed owing to the COVID-19 

pandemic.  

 

 

 C. Seized weapons go missing in Birao 
 

 

44. On 16 February, during fighting between FPRC and MLCJ in Birao, an FPRC 

camouflage gun truck was disabled and two occupants were killed. The vehicle and 

its contents were transferred to the FACA camp in Birao. The Panel obtained pictures 

of the materials captured, which included: the gun truck, a mortar tube, base plate and 

mortar bomb, one rocket and launcher, three machine guns, and a considerable 

amount of ammunition (see photos and details in annex 3.7).  

45. The Panel confirmed that on 22 April, the vehicle, weapons and ammunition 

were no longer at the FACA camp. Local sources reported that the weapons and 

ammunition were sold to MLCJ elements and Kara youth, and that the vehicle was 

given to the Sultan of Birao and was later observed parked inside the Sultan’s 

compound, repainted white.  

46. In discussions with the Panel, former and current FACA commanders stationed 

in Birao contended that the weapons and ammunition had been transported to Bangui 

when the FACA contingent rotation occurred (13–16 April). However, no record of 

their transport or receipt in Bangui could be found by the Panel, which intends to 

further investigate the matter.  

 

 

 D. Violations of international humanitarian law: a key dynamic of 

conflict in the north-east  
 

 

47. The findings below were based on information collected from a range of 

sources, including eyewitnesses to the events, as well as those involved in 

investigations, in Ndélé and elsewhere. 

 

  Civilian casualties rose as armed groups manipulated the role of ethnicity 
 

48. As the role of ethnicity propagated by the armed groups and their political 

backers took greater hold, the focus of fighting shifted to the Bamingui-Bangoran 

Prefecture, with a significant impact on the civilians. For example, in the 11 March 

clashes in Ndélé, which were sparked by an attack by dissident Goula elements from 

FPRC who had joined the MLCJ/RPRC/PRNC coalition, 16 of the 27 deaths were 

civilian. On 29 April, an additional 21 civilians were killed and more than 50 were 

wounded when FPRC/Goula targeted civilian traders at the market. Civilians from

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different ethnic groups were also the main victims of reprisal attacks across 

Bamingui-Bangoran Prefecture (details and a map are provided in annex 3.8) and 

elsewhere (see annex 3.9).  

 

  International community response complicated by conflict dynamics  
 

49. In Ndélé, in a tense environment with the presence of armed elements from MPC 

coming from Nana-Grébizi Prefecture, violations of international humanitarian law 

proliferated, with repeated threats to humanitarian staff, armed break-ins and thefts, 

and disruption of the activities of non-governmental organizations (NGOs). That not 

only directly endangered humanitarian actors, but also limited their response to the 

crisis, as they were repeatedly forced to halt activities temporarily at a time of 

increased humanitarian need; for example, cases of sexual violence increased 

considerably (see annex 3.10).  

50. On 6 March, a MINUSCA national staff member walking in Ndélé, close to the 

base of the FPRC local chief of staff, Adam Moktar, was shot and killed. The killing 

took place after the 16 February communiqué from Nourredine Adam accusing 

MINUSCA of partiality during the FPRC attack on Birao from 13 to 16 February (see 

annex 3.11). While the communiqué did not contain a direct order to target 

MINUSCA, the Panel assesses that FPRC elements on the ground had likely adopted 

a more hostile attitude towards MINUSCA based on the aggressive language used by 

FPRC leadership. On 15 March, in Bamingui-Bangoran Prefecture, a peacekeeping 

patrol along the Birao axis was shot at by FPRC/Goula, wounding one peacekeeper 

(see annex 3.12 for details on attacks on peacekeepers).  

 

  Forced return of internally displaced persons  
 

51. As a result of fighting, and in spite of attempts by FPRC/Rounga fighters to 

force those displaced to return to their homes, the majority of Ndélé population had 

fled their homes by 11 March. According to the figures of the Office for the 

Coordination of Humanitarian Affairs, most of those displaced in the town had sought 

protection outside the MINUSCA compound. As part of a pattern by all warring 

parties to use civilians as human shields, armed FPRC/Rounga elements and MPC 

elements (see annex 3.13) were frequently observed by local sources with their 

weapons at the internally displaced persons site located near the MINUSCA base, 

harassing and eventually coercing all the displaced to leave the site on 29 March. The 

strategy was similar to that previously used in Birao by MLCJ/PRNC (see 

annex 3.14). 

 

 

 IV. Retour, réclamation et réhabilitation and Union pour la paix 
en Centrafrique, two groups on a constant quest for 
new territory 
 

 

52. In previous reports, the Panel described how 3R and UPC, although they have 

separate chains of command, share a common background and interests. Both are 

Fulani-dominated armed groups that aim to consolidate and expand control of 

territory to maximize taxation of transhumance activities (see S/2018/1119, 

paras. 127–136 and S/2019/608, paras. 76–80 and annex 5.4). In spite of 

commitments made under the Agreement, local sources confirmed that both groups 

had persistently expanded their areas of territorial control since having signed the 

Agreement in February 2019.  

53. Since January 2020, armed 3R elements have been observed in the prefectures 

of Lobaye, Ombella-Mpoko and Ouham, locations where there had never been reports

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of 3R presence in the past. Meanwhile, UPC reinforced its presence in Haut-Mbomou 

Prefecture, despite Darassa’s commitment to withdraw from the area (see annex 4.1). 

UPC also benefited from the increasingly weakened position of FPRC by taking 

control of the mixed brigade in Bria (see para. 56). Crucially, that gave UPC control 

over a key mining and taxation hub, and secured its access to an arms trafficking route 

from the Sudan (see S/2018/729, paras. 82–84 and S/2017/1023, paras. 145–152).  

54. The Panel noted that their combined territorial expansion granted the two groups 

the capacity to supervise and collect illegal taxes on most of the transhumance 

activities in the country, and to increase their political leverage, a key aim in an 

election year, as developed in paragraph 31. 

 

  Repeated violations by Retour, réclamation et réhabilitation  
 

55. Human rights violations by 3R elements continued to be reported, including in 

the above-mentioned prefectures more recently affected by 3R armed group activities. 

In Ouham-Pendé Prefecture, where 3R elements have been active since 2015 (see 

S/2016/694, paras. 98–101), repeated human rights violations, including sexual 

violence, were reported (see map in annex 4.2). Of note, in just three villages located 

close together on the Létélé-Pougol axis (Koundjouli, Limouna and Ndjom-Ndjom) 

controlled by 3R elements (see S/2019/608, paras. 71–75 and annexes 5.1 and 5.2), 

seven cases of sexual violence reportedly perpetrated by armed group elements were 

recorded in two months (March and April 2020).13 Moreover, of those seven cases, 

two involved more than one perpetrator, and three victims were minors.  

 

  Bria mixed brigade: a change in leadership, no change in behaviour  
 

56. The spread and reinforcement of UPC across the south-east and to Bria has been 

accompanied by systemic human rights violations (details and a map are provided in 

annex 4.3). In April, Darassa appointed the UPC local leader in Bria, “general” Wada 

Oumda, to lead the mixed brigade. Oumda commanded elements responsible for 

illegal detention and the use of violence against civilians.14  

 

  Union pour la paix en Centrafrique skirmishes with the Armed Forces of the 

Central African Republic, accompanied by human rights violations  
 

57. UPC elements attacked Obo on 20 May, and civilians were targeted in reprisals 

by both UPC and FACA elements (see annex 4.4).  

 

 

 V. Increase of inflammatory content in the media 
 

 

 A. Defamatory campaigns targeting the United Nations 

Multidimensional Integrated Stabilization Mission in the 

Central African Republic 
 

 

58. In early February 2020, allegations began circulating on social media accusing 

four MINUSCA staff members of trafficking weapons to armed groups operating in 

the PK5 neighbourhood in Bangui (see annex 5.1). What followed was a well-

orchestrated targeted campaign against the staff, which included the use of fictitious 

local NGOs and social media accounts to share messages as widely as possible, and 

access to print and online media. Defamatory statements and inflammatory language 

used included reference to MINUSCA staff as “genocidal mercenaries” and the 

“cleaning out of MINUSCA” (see annex 5.2). There were also calls for

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demonstrations and for MINUSCA vehicles to be targeted during the demonstrations  

(see annex 5.3). The Panel notes that, in recent history, such campaigns and protests 

have, at times, turned violent, resulting in casualties, including among peacekeepers 

(see S/2015/936, annex 1.1 and S/2018/1119, paras. 160–163). Thus, based on 

precedents in the context of the Central African Republic, they represent incitement 

to violence. 

59. The visible face of the campaign was the director of a local NGO called 

Mouvement des patriotes centrafricains pour la paix (MPCP), Bethsaida Djopop 

Mbongo. MPCP issued a series of communiqués and called for demonstrations 

demanding the departure of the four MINUSCA staff members (see annex 5.4). 

Harouna Doumba, reportedly an adviser at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, played a 

key coordination role behind the scenes, according to multiple sources. He later 

admitted some involvement on social media (see annex 5.5).  

60. On several occasions, government officials met with MPCP leaders, who used 

publicity generated by the meetings to enhance the credibility of their claims (see 

annex 5.6). During a meeting on 14 February, MPCP leaders, accompanied by a 

former close associate of the PK5 militia leader, “Force” (now deceased) (see 

S/2018/729, annex 5.6), shared a dossier with the Minister for Foreign Affairs 

outlining allegations against the four MINUSCA staff members.  

61. On 17 February, the Minister for Foreign Affairs sent an official letter to 

MINUSCA demanding the relocation of the four staff members within one week, 

based on information in the above-mentioned dossier (see annex 5.7). However, on 

18 and 19 February, the authorities of the Central African Republic issued 

communiqués denouncing “the injurious, defamatory, tribalist and racist remarks 

across social media” (see annex 5.8). The Panel reviewed the evidence set out in the 

dossier but found no credible investigation or evidence of arms trafficking. The Panel 

requested information on the status of official investigations into the allegations from 

the Public Prosecutor and the Minister for Foreign Affairs, but it had not received a 

response at the time of writing. 

 

 

 B. Short-lived campaign focusing on humanitarian staff 
 

 

62. Annex 5.9 provides information on an attempt to manipulate the COVID-19 

pandemic to target humanitarian staff. 

 

 

 C. Spread of inflammatory content in the context of the elections 
 

 

63. The Panel assesses that, in the light of several recent incidents described in 

annex 5.10, there exists a risk of further increase in inflammatory language in the 

lead-up to the elections. 

 

 

 VI. National defence and security forces, arms embargo and 
arms trafficking 
 

 

 A. Security sector reform updates 
 

 

  Joint security units: slow progress and ongoing challenges  
 

64. The creation of joint security units (Unités spéciales mixtes de sécurité 

(USMS)), combining national defence and security forces with armed groups, was 

envisaged in the Agreement for the protection and security of civilians, the

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reinforcement of public order and the security of transhumance corridors and mining 

sites (see S/2019/930, paras. 28–37).  

65. The operationalization of three regional joint security units in the west, centre 

and east has suffered numerous setbacks, including delayed deployments, salary and 

subsistence payments, and confusion regarding the duration and eventual integration 

of USMS elements into FACA. The situation led to protests by former anti-balaka 

USMS elements on 17 April (see annex 6.1).  

66. In response to rising tensions, on 12 May, the Government held a graduation 

ceremony for USMS west elements trained in Bouar (Nana-Mambéré Prefecture) (see 

annex 6.2). The 3R leader and special adviser to the Prime Minister on USMS, Abbas 

Sidiki, was also present for the graduation, but days later he abandoned his post, 

claiming that he had been “threatened and humiliated” at the ceremony (see 

annex 6.3). Sources indicate that approximately 38 former 3R USMS elements 

deserted in mid-May and returned to 3R. On 9 June, 3R combatants reportedly 

attacked the USMS camp just outside Bouar (see annex 6.4). 

67. Nonetheless, phased deployment of 290 USMS elements to Paoua and Koui 

(Ouham-Pendé Prefecture) began on 5 June, pending completion of the Koui USMS 

camp. In order to equip the units, on 4 May, the Government notified the Security 

Council Committee established pursuant to resolution 2127 (2013) concerning the 

Central African Republic of its intention to use weapons collected during 

disarmament, demobilization, repatriation and reintegration operations.  

68. Preparations also began for the training of USMS centre units in Ndélé 

(Bamingui-Bangoran Prefecture), where FACA was deployed on 16 May (for the first 

time since 2012).  

69. Shortcomings in discipline, control and oversight also remained. FACA 

leadership did not have full control over USMS elements, and mistrust and divisions 

were evident between FACA, internal security forces and armed group elements. 

Significantly, clear guidance to define roles, rules of engagement, and use and control 

of weapons and ammunition had not been finalized before deployment or at the time 

of writing. Finally, African Union military observers were not ready to deploy 

alongside USMS west units owing to security and logistics issues, presenting 

oversight concerns.  

 

  Recruitment and training of the Armed Forces of the Central African Republic  
 

70. The five-year recruitment plan to revitalize the national army (2018–2022) 

envisaged the recruitment of 1,300 FACA officers, deputy officers and soldiers each 

year. As no recruitment under the national defence plan occurred in 2019 (see also 

S/2019/930, para. 145 and S/2019/608, annex. 6.2), leadership redoubled efforts to 

reach the ambitious figure of 2,600 recruited and trained in 2020. Recruitment was, 

however, further delayed in the light of the COVID-19 pandemic, with aims 

readjusted in May to recruit 1,300 and train an estimated 400 to 500 by the end of 

2020.  

71. The pandemic also disrupted ongoing training support to FACA. The European 

Union Military Training Mission in the Central African Republic finished its last basic 

training for 1,000 new recruits in 2019 and conducted 12 modular courses for FACA 

between January and March 2020 before receiving instructions from the Ministry of 

Defence to halt all training in response to the pandemic.15 As of 3 June, Russian

instructors had trained 4,200 FACA soldiers in Bangui and Berengo (Lobaye 

Prefecture) and provided training for 300 gendarmes and 300 police officers.16  

 

  Expansion of the Presidential Guard  
 

72. Although planned FACA recruitment under the national defence plan 

experienced ongoing setbacks, expansion of the Presidential Guard (Groupement 

spécial chargé de la protection républicaine) continued. The training of 150 new 

Presidential Guard recruits was completed in Angola in February (see also 

S/2019/930, para. 146). In March, 100 were incorporated into the army (to which the 

Presidential Guard formally belongs) and 50 joined the gendarmerie. 17  

73. In the months following, the role of the Presidential Guard in the provision of 

security visibly expanded, covering all main axes, intersections, official buildings and 

the airport in Bangui, and extending as far as Mbaiki (Lobaye Prefecture) and Damara 

(Kémo Prefecture), two key axes for entry to Bangui.18 Presidential Guard elements 

were observed on duty equipped with assault rifles and vehicle-mounted machine 

guns, but the amount and types of weaponry provided to them and systems for control 

of Presidential Guard equipment was unclear.19 Sources in the police and customs also 

reported Presidential Guard involvement in collecting illegal taxes at checkpoints 

along the Bangui-Damara axis.  

74. The Panel notes that recent Presidential Guard recruitment was not provided for 

in the national defence plan, nor was its role coordinated as part of the security sector 

reform process (see also S/2019/930, para. 146).  

 

  Human rights violations and behaviour of national defence and security forces  
 

75. The conduct of national defence and security forces continued to be an issue 

across the country, including incidents of the use of sexual violence, physical 

aggression and illegal taxation against the civilian population (see annex 6.5). 

 

 

 B. Weapons seized in Gbadolite  
 

 

76. In its previous report, the Panel outlined details of cross-border trafficking in 

arms and natural resources between the Democratic Republic of the Congo and Basse-

Kotto Prefecture in the Central African Republic (see S/2019/930, annex 4.5). In 

2019, the names of three Congolese traffickers were reported to the Panel , which 

subsequently communicated them to the authorities in the Democratic Republic of the 

Congo. They included a woman named “Florence”, reportedly involved in smuggling 

arms between Mogoro and Gbadolite in the Democratic Republic of the Congo and 

Mobaye and Zangba sub-prefectures (Basse-Kotto Prefecture) in the Central African 

Republic.  

77. On 28 April, a woman identified as Florence Yaba Mongo was arrested by 

security services at Gbadolite Airport in Nord-Ubangi Province, Democratic Republic 

of the Congo, following the seizure of 10 under-barrel grenade launchers and 1,490 

rounds of 7.62 x 39 mm calibre ammunition (see annex 6.6). Florence Yaba Mongo, 

understood to be a Congolese national, was transferred to Kinshasa in early May for

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further questioning.20 The Panel strongly suspects, but is unable to confirm, that the 

woman arrested was the same “Florence” who was identified during its investigation 

in 2019. The Panel requested further information from the authorities of the 

Democratic Republic of the Congo, but at the time of writing, no response had been 

forthcoming. 

78. Several sources noted that Florence Yaba Mongo received three further 

packages delivered by air in 2020, indicating the existence of a trafficking network 

involving the sale of weapons to UPC and anti-balaka in exchange for natural 

resources.21 The same pattern had been previously reported (see S/2019/930, 

annex 4.5; S/2019/608, annex 4.7; S/2017/1023, paras. 177–180; S/2016/1032, 

paras. 143–149; and S/2015/936, paras. 52–69). The Panel intends to continue its 

investigations into the network and the individuals involved.  

79. See paragraphs 37 to 43 and annex 6.7 for information on other cases of cross-

border arms trafficking.  

 

 

 C. Timeliness of arms embargo notifications 
 

 

80. The Panel notes that, during the reporting period, the majority of notifications 

submitted to the Committee did not meet the requirement set by the Security Council 

for notification to be made at least 20 days in advance of the delivery of any supplies, 

pursuant of paragraph 2 resolution 2507 (2020).  

 

 

 VII. Gold and diamonds 
 

 

81. During the period under review, the Panel continued its investigation on 

diamonds (see annex 7.1). It also documented armed group interference  in artisanal 

gold mining. Based on its investigations covering five prefectures (Mambéré-Kadéï, 

Nana-Grébizi, Nana-Mambéré, Ouham and Ouham-Pendé), the Panel concluded that 

the armed groups present in those areas continued to benefit financially from gold  

trafficking. Also, the lack of a proper traceability system makes it highly likely that 

gold sourced in areas controlled by armed groups would contaminate the official 

supply chain.  

 

 

 A. Retour, réclamation et réhabilitation and gold  
 

 

82. Several sources, including civil society actors, gold traders and local authorities, 

told the Panel that 3R elements controlled activities in mining sites located around 

Dilapoko, 30 km from Gamboula in Mambéré-Kadéï Prefecture. The Panel also 

confirmed that the armed group was involved in gold exploitation and trade in 

Danazango, Gomforo and Yidere mining sites located in western Nana-Mambéré 

Prefecture.  

83. In February, 3R elements imposed an illegal weekly tax of FCFA 15,000 ($25) 

on each miner present in the Gomforo site where, according to witnesses, 50 armed 

3R elements were permanently based. Some of the 3R elements were sometimes seen 

in civilian clothes digging or receiving payment in gold. Sources told the Panel that 

3R shared the income with the local authorities of the Central African Republic in

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Gamboula. Although the information could not be confirmed, the Panel believes it 

should be further investigated. 

84. Information reviewed by the Panel shows that the interest of 3R in mining has 

grown since the previous report of the Panel (S/2019/930), an indication the armed group 

increased its fundraising efforts to finance territorial expansion (see paras. 52–54). 3R 

centralized its collection of funds gained from illegal taxation through its chain of 

command structure. For instance, several sources, including witnesses, told the Panel 

that the 3R commander in the Dilapoko area, “colonel” Djibrine (or Djibril), reported 

to Sidiki regarding funds collected by his elements.  

85. Several sources told the Panel that most of the gold sourced in 3R-controlled 

areas was sold in Cameroon and Chad. The main entry points in Cameroon were Gbiti, 

Kenzou and Bombeté (see para. 92 and the map in annex 7.2). Sources also suggested 

that 3R associates also transported gold to Bangui.  

 

 

 B. Armed groups attracted by gold rush in Ouham Prefecture  
 

 

86. In December 2019, considerable gold mining activity started in mining sites 

around Kouki, 80 km north of Bossangoa (Ouham Prefecture), tr iggering a large 

movement of the population from other areas in the Central African Republic and 

neighbouring countries, including Cameroon, Chad, the Democratic Republic of the 

Congo and the Sudan. In January 2020, for example, the population in Kouki 

increased by at least 5,000, by some estimates. Subsequently, exploration and 

exploitation activities expanded along the Kouki-Markounda road (Ouham 

Prefecture). At the time of writing, sites around Kouki, Kadanga, Biranga, Boulo and 

Kadjama were the key areas for mining activity along that road, attracting significant 

involvement of armed groups (see the map in annex 7.3).  

87. According to witnesses and individuals familiar with armed groups and the gold 

sector in Ouham Prefecture, MPC, FPRC, Révolution et justice and, to a lesser extent, 

the anti-balaka groups were the main armed groups active in the aforementioned 

areas. The first three worked in coordination, mainly in tax collection at checkpoints 

leading to the mining sites. The Panel believes that this coordination was an 

opportunistic agreement among local lower-level commanders, outside the control of 

the central leadership of their armed groups. 

88. The involvement of mid-level and local commanders was confirmed by three 

developments. The first was the killing of the FPRC commander, “general” Youssouf, 

in Bodjomo. According to sources knowledgeable about the armed group, he was 

killed in March after a disagreement with his leaders based in Kaga Bandoro on the 

sharing of tax revenues. Second, the continued presence of a Kaga Bandoro-based 

FPRC leader, “general” Abdelkader, was witnessed at mining sites in April. Third, 

several sources told the Panel that five Kaga Bandoro-based MPC local leaders 

travelled to Kouki between February and March.  

89. Gold sourced in the above-mentioned sites was mostly smuggled to Chad or 

laundered in Bangui, ending up with Bangui-based official exporters. The Panel was 

informed that gold traders in those locations pre-financed the activities of their agents 

on the ground. The Panel received the names of individuals who illegally facilitated 

such activity and can confirm, in that connection, the involvement of a well-known 

Bangui-based trader, Abdoulaye Chaibou. The Panel verified that in March and April, 

Chaibou travelled to mining sites controlled by armed groups in Ouham Prefecture

and purchased gold.22 During his stay, he paid mandatory taxes to armed group 

elements who controlled the local supply chain.  

 

 

 C. Issues regarding gold trafficking  
 

 

90. Official statistics show that during the first quarter of 2020, 11,457 kg of gold 

were produced in the Central African Republic. That figure confirmed the upward 

trend observed previously but remained far below estimated production (see 

S/2019/930, para. 156), illustrating the existence of smuggling, which could be 

explained by two main factors highlighted in areas investigated by the Panel.  

91. First, internal systemic weaknesses exist in the gold mining sector. As 

previously reported (see S/2019/930, para. 157), gold mining in the Central African 

Republic remains poorly regulated. A senior mining official told the Panel that the 

lack of a clear policy hampered the development of the sector in the Central African 

Republic, which is mainly artisanal, with most of the production sourced from areas 

outside State control. This configuration renders the required traceability of 

production difficult, if not impossible. Mining authorities of the Central African 

Republic told the Panel that they could not confirm the origin of minerals sourced in 

the west, where a growing interest in gold exploration was observed (see paras. 82–89). 

Also, Gamboula-based gold traders confirmed to the Panel that they did not ask about 

the origin of the gold from their suppliers. 

92. The second factor relates to cooperation among neighbouring countries to 

combat smuggling. Sources knowledgeable about gold trafficking told the Panel that 

the absence of a functional legal gold market outside of Bangui pushed the traders to 

find associates in Cameroon and Chad, with little concern for consequences. For 

instance, sources including civil society actors, traders and mining authorities 

informed the Panel about buying houses in Cameroon23 where it is easy to sell gold 

sourced in Nana-Mambéré and Mambéré-Kadéï prefectures. In a letter to the 

Government of Cameroon, the Panel requested additional information about the 

matter but has not yet received a response. However, authorities in the Central African 

Republic and Cameroon confirmed to the Panel that they have had limited exchanges 

regarding measures to deal with illegal gold trading.  

 

 

 D. Mining permits 
 

 

93. The Panel previously reported on the granting of mining permits to companies 

in areas under the control of armed groups and criminal networks (see S/2019/930, 

paras. 162 and 163). The practice continued during the reporting period. On 17 March, 

the company Midas was granted the Passendro exploitation permit, which covers the 

Ndassima area in Ouaka Prefecture (see annex 7.4). The Panel noted that at least three 

active armed groups (FPRC, UPC and RPRC) were known in the area for their 

interference in mining operations.  

94. On 12 May, the Panel sent a new letter to the Government regarding the risk of 

mining activities financing armed groups and requested information on the 

Government’s strategy to promote due diligence tools, such as the Due Diligence 

Guidance for Responsible Supply Chains of Minerals from Conflict-Affected and 

High-Risk Areas of the Organization for Economic Cooperation and Development, 

among private sector actors. In its response, the Government informed the Panel that 

the legislation of the Central African Republic was compliant with the International

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Conference on the Great Lakes Region Regional Certification Mechanism, which 

builds upon the OECD Guidance, among other things. 

95. The Panel could not reach Midas, but it underlines that all companies should 

ensure that their operations do not contribute to funding armed groups in the Central 

African Republic. It is unclear when Midas will start its activities. The Panel intends 

to continue to monitor exploitation in all areas controlled by armed groups.  

 

 

 VIII. Update regarding the joint commissions 
 

 

 A. Central African Republic-Chad joint commission 
 

 

96. During the fourteenth session of the Central African Republic-Chad joint 

commission, held in N’Djamena on 20 and 21 December 2019, representatives of 

Chad indicated that their Government would consider reopening the border between 

the two countries (officially closed since 2014) once security is restored in the area 

(see annex 8). 

97. As a testament to the continued instability in the border region, the Panel was 

informed by sources based in Chad and Kabo (Ouham Prefecture) that, around 

10 May, fighting took place between Chadian soldiers and fighters from MPC and 

FPRC near the border town of Moyenne-Sido, reportedly leaving one Chadian soldier 

and one fighter dead. Most sources mentioned cattle rustling by MPC/FPRC fighters 

as the cause for fighting. Information, however, differs between sources as to the side 

of the border where the fighting took place. 

 

 

 B. Other joint commissions 
 

 

98. Representatives of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Central African 

Republic informed the Panel that preparations were ongoing for sessions of the joint 

commissions with the Democratic Republic of the Congo, Morocco, Rwanda and the 

Sudan, although they had been disrupted by the COVID-19 pandemic.  

 

 

 IX. Implementation of individual sanctions 
 

 

 A. Travel ban violations by Nourredine Adam  
 

 

99. The final report of the Panel in 2019 cited the use by Nourredine Adam of a 

Sudanese passport bearing the name of Mohamed Adam Brema Abdallah (see 

S/2019/930, para. 168).24 On 14 February, the Sudan informed the Panel that it had 

not found in its records any diplomatic passport under that name. The Sudan has yet 

to respond to the Panel’s request for information regarding Adam’s continued 

presence in the Sudan. 

100. Annex 9.1 provides further information on Adam’s travel to Saudi Arabia in 

August 2019 (see S/2019/930, para. 171).

Committee on 20 April.25 Annex 9.2 provides information on his arrest in Chad.  

 

 

 X. Recommendations  
 

 

102. The Panel makes the following recommendations:  

To the Security Council Committee established pursuant to resolution 2127 

(2013) concerning the Central African Republic  

 (a) The Panel recommends that the Committee recall that, pursuant to Security 

Council resolution 2399 (2018), as extended by resolution 2507 (2020), individuals 

who commit acts of incitement to violence and then engage in or provide support for 

acts that undermine the peace, stability or security of the Central African Republic 

could meet the sanctions criteria specified in Security Council resolutions (see 

paras. 58–63 above); 

To the Government of the Central African Republic and the Agreement 

guarantors 

 (b) The Panel recommends that the Government and the guarantors 

implement, pursuant to article 35 of the Agreement and as violations have had an 

increasing negative impact on civilians, targeted punitive measures, in particular 

against armed group leaders involved in continued violations (see para. 12 above);  

To the Government of the Central African Republic and relevant national bodies 

 (c) The Panel recommends that the Government and relevant national bodies 

take and implement measures to combat the dissemination of inflammatory 

statements in the context of the elections (see para. 63 above), including by 

facilitating, as in 2015,26 the adoption of codes of conduct committing political 

parties, candidates and the media not to, inter alia, disseminate inflammatory 

language and including provisions for sanctions in the case of violations;  

 (d) That they ensure that any expansion of the size and role of the Presidential 

Guard is harmonized under the security sector reform process, in coordination with 

MINUSCA (see paras. 72–74 above);  

 (e) That they commence investigations on and, as appropriate, prosecute 

individuals collaborating with armed groups and engaged in the illegal trade and 

smuggling of artisanal gold (see para. 89 above); 

To the Government of the Central African Republic and neighbouring States  

 (f) The Panel recommends that the Government and neighbouring States 

cooperate at the regional level to investigate and combat groups and individuals 

involved in cross-border arms trafficking to benefit armed groups, including through 

reactivated joint bilateral commissions (see paras. 37–43 and 76–79 above).

Repeated calls for punitive measures/sanctions 

As mentioned in the Panel’s December 2019 report, several calls for punitive measures in 

response to violations of the Agreement (pursuant to article 35) were made in 2019 (S/2019/930, 

para. 15). On 14 January 2020, CAR Government expressed a new call for punitive measures, 

this time targeting Ali Darassa’s armed group UPC (see communiqué below), five days after 

fighting between UPC combatants and FACA soldiers in Alindao (Basse-Kotto Prefecture; see 

annex 4.4). 
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The 6th, 7th and 8th sessions of the Executive Monitoring Committee provided an opportunity to 

take stock of the progress and the challenges in the implementation of the Agreement, as well 

as to further discuss the issue of punitive measures. 

 

6th session of 3 December 2019 

On 3 December 2019, as reflected in the minutes of the meeting, the African Union 

representative presented a list of economic, political and judicial measures which could be taken 

in case in case of violations of the Agreement. The list included measures against armed groups 

(for instance, exclusion from USMS, forced disarmament, seizure of military equipment) as well 

as targeted measures against individuals (for instance, suspension or revocation of appointments 

to official positions, asset freeze, implementation of arrest warrants). Sanctions by the United 

Nations and the African Union were also cited. 

Armed group representatives expressed concerns over these measures on which they had not 

been consulted. Representatives of international partners however underlined that the measures 

were not open for discussion, but rather immediately applicable. 

 

7th session of 28 February 2020 

Below the recommendations endorsed during the 7th session which underlined the need for 

punitive measures to be taken in case of violations. The meeting between the Government, armed 

groups and partners, cited in point 1, did not take place, due, amongst other reasons, to the COVID-

19 pandemic. 
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8th session of 22 May 2020 
 

Below the recommendations endorsed during the 8th session. 
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Annex 2.2: Further information on preparations for the elections by political parties / 

Informations complémentaires sur la préparation des élections par les partis politiques. 

 

On 11 February 2020, some of the main opposition political parties (including some former 

members of E Zingo Biani (or Front Uni pour la Défense de la Nation), which was officially 

dissolved on 25 April 2019 (S/2019/930; paras. 38-42)), established a political platform called the 

Coalition de l’Opposition Démocratique-2020 (COD-2020). The platform’s proclaimed objective 

was to ensure that the elections were organized in a transparent and fair manner.1 The list of party 

leaders who signed the COD-2020 Charter is included below. It should be noted that Karim 

Meckassoua, leader of the Chemin de l’Espérance, who played a key role in E Zingo Biani, was 

not a formal COD-2020 member. He did, however, inform the Panel that he considered himself an 

ally of this new coalition.2 

There was speculation over whether the COD-2020 would support a single candidate in the 

upcoming elections. However, a COD-2020 member, the KNK party, announced that it would be 

presenting a candidate for election, most likely former President François Bozizé (see paras. 22-

24 of the report).3 

On 15 May, President Touadéra’s party Mouvement des Coeurs Unis (MCU), formed an alliance 

with about 30 small political parties and associations. Among the key figures participating in this 

coalition was Sylvain Patassé (son of former President Ange-Félix Patassé).4 Although President 

Touadéra has yet to confirm his intention to run for a second term, there was wide consensus that 

the alliance’s objective was to support his re-election. 

A number of individuals have already stated their intention to present themselves as candidates for 

the presidential election, including Martin Ziguélé of the Mouvement de Libération du Peuple 

Centrafricain (MLPC) and Crépin Mboli-Goumba of Patrie.

On 22 April, MPC leader Mahamat Al-Khatim gathered local authorities in Kabo (Ouham 

Prefecture) and informed them that MLPC members would be banned from campaigning in 

the area for both legislative and presidential elections. This meeting was held after MLPC 

leaders had criticized MPC activities, denouncing their negative impact on the local 

population on several occasions. The same day, MPC combatants, under the command of 

“general” Al-Khatim, stole construction materials which the Member of Parliament for 

Kabo had sent to Kabo for the building of a school. 

These incidents are cited in a MLPC communiqué of 5 May (see below). The information 

contained therein was also confirmed by a number of sources based in Kabo.

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Annex 2.6: Issues raised by the opposition regarding the ANE and its independence / 

Questions soulevées par l’opposition concernant l’ANE et son indépendance. 

 

Over the reporting period, the political opposition has raised a number of issues regarding the ANE 

and its independence.  

In March, several communiqués were published contesting the composition of ANE branches in 

the provinces. MLPC and COD-2020, in particular, argued that political parties had not been duly 

informed of the establishment of the branches which, in their view, only included members of the 

President’s party MCU.5 

On 29 April 2020, six political parties, including URCA and other COD-2020 members, seized 

the Constitutional Court of the 20 August 2019 law on the electoral code. They argued that the 

provisions of this law related to the ANE were unconstitutional in view, in particular, of the 

absence of the adoption of an organic law on the ANE, as required by the Constitution.6 On 27 

May, the Constitutional Court dismissed the six opposition parties and considered that the law on 

the electoral code was valid.7

"... L’audition de ce jour, se justifie par la nécessité du Gouvernement centrafricain que je dirige, sous la

Cette proposition qui a suscité à tort et à travers de nombreuses controverses quant à sa conformité à la 
Constitution, a tout de même reçu l’avis favorable du Conseil des Ministres en raison des motifs 
évoquées par les parlementaires. 

Elle vise à combler un vide constitutionnel, en l’absence de dispositions relatives à la vacance définitive 
de la Présidence de la République et de l’Assemblée Nationale résultant d’un cas de force majeure ayant 
suspendu ou retardé le processus électoral déclenché. 

Ainsi, cette loi constitutionnelle vise à apporter une réponse juridique à des interrogations légitimes des 
députés sur les conséquences d’un vide constitutionnel. 

En effet, dans l’hypothèse du glissement du calendrier électoral du fait de force majeure, notre pays 
risquerait de se retrouver sans Institutions pour le gouverner ; c’est donc conscient également du 
contexte national difficile dû à l’instabilité engagée depuis la crise militaro-politique de 2013, que le 
Gouvernement a opté pour la consolidation de la démocratie et l’ancrage des valeurs républicaines en 
renvoyant la proposition de l’Assemblée Nationale en y apportant quelques amendements. 

Dès lors, la proposition de la révision constitutionnelle est admise, cependant, elle vise : 

- D’une part à encadrer, règlementer le cas de force majeure, par sa reconnaissance et sa définition 
comme d’un évènement irrésistible, imprévisible et extérieur.

sereine, détachée et très objective, a conduit au choix du TRIUMVIRAT,

The main arguments expressed by the political opposition against the reform proposal – both in 

communiqués and discussions with the Panel - were as follows:  

- Legal arguments: 

o Pursuant to article 153 of the Constitution, the duration of the President’s mandate 

shall not be the object of any constitutional reform. 

o Pursuant to articles 151 and 152 of the Constitution, the National Assembly should 

not be authorized on its own—i.e., in the absence of the Senate (which has yet to 

be established)—to initiate a constitutional reform. 

- Political arguments: 

o Given the sensitivity of the question, such a reform should only be adopted through 

a consensus involving all “forces vives” (political parties and civil society 

representatives). 

o The proposal promoted by members of the presidential majority would create an 

opening for the President to extend his stay in office. The notion of “force majeure” 

included in the proposals would be too vague and should, at least, be precisely 

defined in the Constitution. 

 

Below is a COD-2020 communiqué issued on 8 May 2020, citing some of these concerns. Similar 

concerns (or some of them) were expressed by a number of political parties and actors—François 

Bozizé’s KNK,10 Crépin Mboli Goumba’s Patrie,11 Charles-Armel Doubane12 and Abdelkarim 

Meckassoua13—as well as civil society representatives.14

According to information collected by the Panel, the most likely scenario is that François Bozizé 

entered CAR territory from the Democratic Republic of the Congo, having crossed the Oubangui 

River between Zongo (DRC) and Bangui. Previously, he had reportedly travelled by road from 

Uganda through DRC territory, in violation of the travel ban.15 According to several testimonies 

collected by the Panel, to confirm his safe passage through the DRC, François Bozizé used his 

contacts with the current authorities of the DRC. While not confirming François Bozizé’s exact 

itinerary, his collaborators argued that, as the CAR Government had banned him from boarding 

planes travelling to the CAR (see S/2019/930, para. 44), and as Uganda (his country of residence) 

and CAR had no common border, he had no other choice than to travel by road to the CAR through 

a third country. 

On 7 February 2020, the Panel wrote letters to the Government of Uganda and the Democratic 

Republic of the Congo to obtain more information on this case of travel ban violation. The Panel 

has yet to receive a response.

Incident of 28 March 

On 28 March, 16 anti-balaka members were arrested as a result of a joint FACA-police operation 

at the residence of the Minister of Arts, Culture and Tourism, Dieudonné Ndomaté. 

Anti-balaka leaders, including minister Dieudonné Ndomaté, told the Panel that the meeting was 

held in the context of the implementation of the Peace Agreement. According to them, the 

meeting’s agenda was to inform anti-balaka members of recent developments in relation to the 

Agreement’s implementation and to update lists of individuals who would be proposed to the 

Government for integration into the national defence and security forces. Leaders of the 

Ngaissona branch of anti-balakas also informed the Panel that, since Bozizé’s return, there were 

suspicions that they were preparing a coup d’Etat on his behalf. They reiterated their 

longstanding position that they have never had any connections to former President Bozizé. 

In early April 2020, in a show of protest, anti-balaka leaders Dieudonné Ndomaté and Igor 

Lamaka suspended their participation in the Government for a few days. On 24 April, they 

published a communiqué denouncing the continued detention of the anti-balaka elements arrested 

on 28 March. They reiterated their intention to withdraw from the Government, although they did 

not follow through on their threat. Signatures of MPC, 3R and FPRC leaders also featured on the 

25 April document, but they all denied having joined the initiative.16 

 

Incident of 3 April 

On 3 April 2020, an individual was arrested close to François Bozizé’s house in Bangui. He was 

in possession of weaponry which was seized by internal security forces (see details of material in 

communiqués of annex 2.17). 

The exact circumstances remain unclear. KNK members claim that he was arrested as part of an 

operation aimed at apprehending François Bozizé (see annex 2.16). However, the prosecutor 

general’s communiqué indicates that the individual was planning to undertake an operation to 

liberate anti-balaka elements arrested on 28 March (see annex 2.17).

During its investigation, the Panel found that Bruno Lugon was an alias. His real name is Elio 

Ciolini, a national of Italy, born in 1946 in Florence. Elio Ciolini was linked to a far -right terrorist 

group network active in the 1980’s in Italy, known for the 2 August 1980 terrorist attack in  Bologna. 

He spent time in prison in Switzerland and Italy. His name was also cited in the wave of terrorist 

attacks targeting Italian officials at the beginning of the 1990’s. 19  

Elio Ciolini entered CAR in January 2020 with a laissez-passer signed by the CAR consulate in 

Douala under the name of Bruno Raul Rivera Sanchez. The document indicates “special adviser to 

the President” as his function (see documents below). The document states that he is of Peruvian 

nationality. The Panel found that Elio Ciolini used this identity in the past when he flew to Peru in 

the late 80’s to avoid prosecution in Italy.  

Upon his arrival in Bangui, Elio Ciolini used a common pattern to contact figures of the political 

opposition and/or armed group leaders. He first introduced himself as an advisor to the President 

showing the decree of nomination (see a copy below). He then explained that he was representing 

“important people based in the United States” or “a group in charge of social change in the world” 

willing to support a regime change and oust President Touadéra either through the upcoming 

election or by force.20 He also pretended to work for the Government of the United States or the 

European Union, as per the text message featured in annex 2.19.  

Several sources, including political actors and armed group members, confirmed to the Panel that 

Bruno Lugon claimed to have access to weaponry and international political support, stating his 

ability to organize a meeting in Morocco to prepare further actions.

The conflict has considerably weakened the FPRC’s military capacity, increasing its reliance on foreign 

fighters from the Sudan (see S/2019/930 para 67-69, annex 3.10), including from the Misseriya community 

(seeannex 3.5 below). But it has also affected the FPRC’s credibility on the political front. Multiple 

communiqués published by FPRC members contested the leadership of sanctioned individuals Abdoulaye 

Hissène and Nourredine Adam, describing them as illegitimate due to the FPRC’s failure to hold a general 

assembly since 2016. Several FPRC members based in Birao, Bria and Bangui published communiqués 

disavowing the current FPRC leaders and calling for change (see two examples below). Even though these 

communiqués did not demonstrate an overall loss of control by Nourredine Adam, they did show a 

coordinated attempt to diminish his power.

In its previous report, the Panel highlighted Nourredine Adam’s efforts to gain the support of 

Sudanese armed militias including the Misseriya (S/2019/930 paras. 67-69, annex 3.10).   

On 27 March 2000, a clash between armed Misseriya and PRNC/RPRC elements resulted in the 

death of “general” Issa Issaka Aubin, PRNC chief of staff.21 This incident was followed by waves 

of attacks against PRNC/RPRC positions committed by an estimated 400 armed Misseriya militia 

elements led by two Sudanese nationals named Yahya Kitabene and Ousmane Assilek.22 

According to armed group members with connections to the Sudan, both are current or former 

members of the Sudanese Rapid Support Forces. 

According to FPRC members, FPRC leader Abdoulaye Hissène and representatives of the 

Misseriya group confirmed their alliance in a meeting held in Sikkikede (Vakaga Prefecture) in 

early April. 

The modus operandi of armed elements from the Misseriya community suggests that their goal is 

to control the area and then to facilitate the arrival of members of their ethnic group. Throughout 

April and May 2020, Misseriya militia targeted civilians in majority Goula villages along the 

Tiringoulou-Ndiffa-Gordil axis and the Mele-Bouromata axis (see map of Vakaga prefecture 

below) generating significant displacement. The Panel received testimonies from local sources 

stating that Misseriya have already started to settle near Boromata (Vakaga Prefecture).  

 

Multiplication of clashes between foreign militias on CAR soil 

On 12 or 13 May 2020, violent clashes occurred between Fulani herders and members of the 

Rizeigat community who had stolen cattle.23 At the time of the writing of this report, various 

testimonies collected by the Panel suggested a significant number of casualties among civilians 

and a risk of escalation as other groups became involved. A similar incident was reported in Tissi 

(Vakaga Prefecture) on 26 May between Sudanese Misseriya and Chadian Arab Zaghawa,24 

further illustrating the inability of CAR armed groups to control the actions of foreign fighters. 

Dynamics of the security situation in the Vakaga Prefecture are increasingly divergent from the 

overall CAR situation, complicating the peace process.

Ethnically-motivated attacks against civilians were reported in the Bamingui-Bangoran 

Prefecture (see annex 3.8 above), but also outside. For example, in Nzacko (Mbomou 

Prefecture), elements under FPRC/Rounga leader Mahamat Salleh (see S/2017/639 for his 

background) were involved in attacks along ethnic lines dating back to September after the 

initial fighting in Birao (see S/2019/930, paras 70), a dynamic which continued during the 

reporting period. 

On 3 February 2020, during a meeting of Goula men at a mosque in Nzacko on the orders of 

Mahamat Salleh, an altercation, reportedly over a request for a Goula former FRPC element 

to hand over his weapon, resulted in Mahamat Salleh’s elements shooting at the group of 

Goula. The attack resulted in the death of three Goula, while the other male Goula fled to 

Bakouma (Mbomou Prefecture). Following the attack, Salleh ordered his elements to take 

the Goula women, who had gathered with the Sara chef de race to the vacant Mayor’s 

residence located next to his base. While the Goula women were held at this location, in 

addition to being threatened by Salleh’s elements, Salleh raped two female minors and 

illegally detained and beat another woman. Almost seven weeks later, on 23 March, the 

women were released and UPC elements under the command of Ali Darassa went to the 

Nzacko axis to retrieve them.

Information received by the Panel from confidential sources in phone discussions over May and June 

2020. 

  

In Ndélé, civilians were used by FPRC/Rounga leadership as human shields on  several 

occasions. For example, on 16 February 2020, following the publication of Nourredine 

Adam’s communique (see below, annex 3.11), around 400-500 civilians moved to the 

airstrip blocking flights in and out for MINUSCA and humanitarians. Eyewitnesses 

reported the presence of 30-40 armed FPRC/Rounga elements amongst these protesters, 

pointing to manipulation by Adam Moktar, recently appointed FPRC military leader in 

Ndélé. Additionally, reported cases of sexual violence rose considerably during this per iod 

in Ndélé.  

At the same time a spate of armed robberies, break-ins and harassment of humanitarian 

staff hit Ndélé. For example, FPRC/Rounga elements physically threatened mobile health 

clinic staff at an IDP site on several occasions, and food distribut ion by a United Nations 

agency was interrupted by FPRC/Rounga elements demanding food on 5 April 2020. 

Humanitarian staff were forced to evacuate staff and temporarily suspended operations on 

several occasions, leading to 10 May at which time all humanitar ian NGOs working in 

Ndélé took the decision to suspend operations.25  

While FPRC Rounga elements and associated MPC elements dominated the town of Ndélé 

by force, setting up barriers, detaining and harassing the population, they also attempted to 

control information. Phone networks were cut in February during the airport protest, and 

again during clashes in early March, and the attack on 29 April. Individuals perceived as 

‘gathering information’ were also targeted.

Peacekeepers were also impacted by violence of localized anti-balaka groups   

During the period under review, the Panel noted that anti-balaka aggression against 

peacekeepers was predominantly linked to MINUSCA’s role in the restauration of state 

authority. For example, in Grimari, Ouaka Prefecture, the activities of local anti -balaka 

leader Ayaloma resulted in the death of a peacekeeper on 15 March when fighters under his 

command opened fire on peacekeeping troops protecting the local sous-prefet. In a letter to 

MINUSCA on 15 March, Ayaloma claimed that the sous-prefet was at fault. On 17 March, 

in Batangafo (Ouham Prefecture), a peacekeeper was stabbed by armed individuals likely 

linked to the anti-balaka present in the IDP site. Also in Batangafo, on 28 April, “Arnaud”, 

a local anti-balaka leader threatened that in the event of the arrest of an anti-balaka leader 

there, he would attack MINUSCA.  

In Bocaranga, Ouham-Pende Prefecture, while protecting a local official, two peacekeepers 

were injured by stones thrown at them by the local population on 25 February. Meanwhile 

on 9 April in Beboura 3, a MINUSCA base was destroyed and two peacekeepers sustained 

minor injuries after being attacked by the local population protesting the death of a local 

reportedly hit by a MINUSCA vehicle earlier that day.  

In two separate additional incidents in early April, MINUSCA escorted convoys came under 

fire from unidentified armed criminal groups: firstly on 2 April in the Yagarandji forest, 

Nana Grebizi prefecture (see S/2019/930, para 79); and then on 3 April in Grimari, Ouaka 

prefecture.

Information received from confidential sources.  

 

The intermittent fighting which occurred from early March (see chronology in annex 3.8) triggered 

the displacement of most of Ndélé’s population either into the bush or to locations close to 

MINUSCA base on the outskirts of Ndélé town itself. Of the roughly 16,000 people who fled in 

March according to OCHA, 11,970 remained in Ndélé at IDP sites. The MINUSCA site hosted 

the majority of around 8,580, with the rest regrouping in two other sites. For those who fled outside 

of Ndélé some went into the fields close to town initially, but when FPRC and MPC armed 

elements threatened them to return to town, most fled further along the axes to villages, while 

some chose to continue to Bamingui and Kaga-Bandoro. After the final threats made by the 

FPRC/Rounga on 29 March (see paragraph 50 of the body of the report), the IDP site located close 

to the MINUSCA compound emptied entirely but most, fearing attacks, slept in the bush rather 

than their houses in town. After the second major attack by FPRC/Goula on 29 April, the majority 

of those left in town returned to the IDP site next to MINUSCA camp.

Information received by the Panel from confidential sources based in Bangui and Birao in January 2020.  

 

Fighting in the Vakaga prefecture resulted in the creation of several IDP sites in Birao, the prefecture’s 

capital. Initially, in September 2019, some 13,000 IDPs of all ethnicities were split between two main 

sites, the aerodrome and the MINUSCA IDP site. The MINUSCA IDP site is also informally divided 

into two sites separated by barbed wire. Those IDPs living closest to the MINUSCA camp were 

predominantly Haoussa and Rounga, whereas in the second area, the IDPs were more mixed and 

included Kara and Goula.  

 

The Panel observed that competition between armed groups in the Vakaga prefecture resulted in a 

significant increase in tensions and violence along ethnic lines in Birao, with each clash outside the 

town triggering aggressive reprisal actions against the IDP sites, often including obstruction of 

humanitarian assistance targeting specific ethnic groups, mainly the Haoussa and Rounga but also the 

Sara. 
 

Indeed, as indicated by MLCJ representatives and the Kara traditional leaders, these actions against 

the Haoussa, Sara and Rounga IDPs were carried out by Kara youth, many of whom fought under 

MLCJ command in Birao in September 2019 (see S/2019/930 paras. 50 and 51). For example, in the 

morning of 16 December, after an attack by the FPRC in Tissi, the water pipe was cut to the MINUSCA 

IDP site and the INGO truck driver providing water to the IDP aerodrome site was threatened and the 

water tipped out by MLCJ and Kara youth.  

 

In an apparent attempt to separate Kara and Goula from the other ethnic groups within the MINUSCA 

IDP site, on at least two occasions (5 and 17 January 2020) prominent local Kara and Goula leaders 

went to the MINUSCA IDP site and threatened Kara and Goula IDPs to leave by a fixed deadline, or 

to ‘face the consequences’ as they were planning to attack the site. A number of Kara/Goula IDPs 

responded to the threat and left the site shortly after the 5 January visit only to gradually return - albeit 

to a neighbouring IDP site (‘site chinois’) close to the FACA base - due to a perceived lack of security 

elsewhere in Birao. In addition to the visits by the Kara traditional leaders to the MINUSCA IDP site, 

Kara youth were regularly present there and continually threatened Rounga, Sara and Haoussa IDPs. 

The actions of the youth sometimes degenerated from verbal insults into violence: on 7 January 2020, 

a shooting incident involving several of these youth took place just outside the IDP camp; and on 19 

January, four IDPs were injured after Kara youth started throwing stones at the IDPs.

As detailed by the Panel in earlier reports, since the deployment of the UPC to Bambouti and a 

reinforcement of elements in the Haut-Mbomou prefecture (S/2019/930, Annex 4.6), the UPC had been 

responsible for a steady stream of human rights violations, most notably in Mboki and in locations around 

Obo. For example, on 15 March, four males were reportedly detained and tortured in Mboki under the 

orders of UPC local leader ‘general’ Bouba.26 while according to local sources on 5 May a woman was 

raped reportedly by the UPC in Gougbere on the Obo-Bambouti axis. Despite UPC justifying their presence 

in Bambouti to protect the Fulani (see communique from Ali Darassa on 28 October in annex 4.1), exactions 

against Fulani groups in Bambouti by the UPC also continued. On 5 May, 54 Fulani arrived in Obo, 

claiming to have left Bambouti due to constant UPC harassment. 27

Information obtained by the Panel from confidential sources based in Bangui and Obo during May 2020. 

 

Following a build-up of tensions between the FACA and UPC and minor skirmishes 

reported on 9 and 18 May on the outskirts of Obo, UPC elements attacked the town on 20 

May (see map above). Civilians in Obo were directly affected by both UPC aggression and 

by FACA soldiers as the latter sought out those they perceived as associated with the UPC. 

For example, three civilians were killed by retreating UPC elements on 20 May and 

hundreds displaced, while a heavy-handed FACA search of houses in the Arab district on 

18 May led to the burning of houses in the district by the local population after two weapons 

were found and several arrests made.28 According to an official transfer request to 

MINUSCA, FACA soldiers detained nine individuals at their base during the events of 18 

to 20 May, and according to confidential sources a further three had also been held by 

FACA soldiers accused of ‘passing on information’ without more precision regarding the 

legal procedure supporting these arrests. In a 28 May communique, Ali Darassa denied 

UPC involvement instead blaming FACA abuses for triggering the violence and accusing 

the FACA of arresting civilians, a message which resonated within the Muslim community 

in CAR. On 1 June, an unarmed elderly civilian in the Arab district was reportedly shot and 

killed by a FACA soldier. 

The UPC and FACA had clashed previously in January 2020 in Alindao. Although the 

circumstances leading up to the event itself were different in Alindao, the negative  impact 

on civilians was also observed there. In Alindao, the tensions created by the UPC’s attempts 

to control the FACA movements (see S/2019/930 paras. 105 and 148) including their 

exclusion from the 1 December national day celebrations, eventually erupted into a clash 

on 9 January. The clash itself was reportedly triggered by the attempt of UPC combatants 

to take two FACA elements to their base after seeing them in civilian clothes in the town. 

This then led to several exchanges of fire between FACA soldiers and UPC fighters causing 

the death of two FACA soldiers and the destruction of huts in the two displacement sites 

(ELIM and AFAPS) closest to the FACA and UPC bases. These hostilities also caused a 

new displacement of around 650 families to the hospital, the catholic IDP camp and host 

families.  According to OCHA, in addition to the death of two FACA, at least nine civilians 

were wounded by stray bullets. Also, in this incident, the UPC claimed in a statement on 

15 January that the destruction of the mosque was a deliberate act by FACA soldiers to 

target Muslims something also asserted in a statement by the Islamic Community of 

Alindao on 13 January.

At the time when the first COVID-19 cases in CAR were announced by the Ministry of 

Health in mid-March, a brief uptick in verbal and physical threats against expatriate staff in 

Bangui was reported by local sources. These threats were buoyed by a false perception that 

these expatriates had been brought the virus to the CAR and a false rumour that Europeans 

would test a vaccine in CAR. In parallel, a number of the same social media platforms which 

had previously shared content against the four MINUSCA personnel, also shared two 

cartoons one of which contained images displaying violence against humanitarian 

personnel. For example, one cartoon had altered a well-known humanitarian logo and had a 

doctor with clothes showing a European flag with a knife being held at their throat. The 

Panel noted that this campaign was relatively short-lived.

In discussions with the Panel, several opposition leaders expressed concerns over 

dissemination of inflammatory language by the CAR media, including social media. After 

they publicly announced in March their candidacies to the presidential election, both Martin 

Ziguélé (MLPC) and Crépin Mboli-Goumba (Patrie) complained about being the target of 

hateful words on Radio Centrafrique, a publicly-owned media.29 Both informed the High 

Commission for Communication and the Minister of Communications about the matter. In 

response, the two politicians were provided with the opportunity to participate in a debate 

broadcast on Radio Centrafrique.  

Tensions between the Government and KNK discussed in paragraphs 22-24 of the report 

also transpired on social networks with representatives of both camps regularly attacking 

each other. For instance, in late January, the KNK blamed Fidèle Gouandjika, a presid ential 

adviser, for spreading a forged picture featuring François Bozizé kneeling in front o f 

President Touadéra on social media.30 President Touadéra’s supporters, on their side, have 

been critical of the inflammatory language disseminated by some KNK members, in 

particular Henri Grothe, a longstanding supporter of François Bozizé. 31

When former 3R elements refused to participate and sought to 

cross the protest line, a 3R element was stabbed and 30 3R elements fled seeking protection 

at the home of Abbas Sidiki, special advisor to the prime minister on USMS and 3R leader. 33

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Annex 6.4: Attack on Bouar USMS camp by armed elements and associated weapons 

seizure / Attaque du camp de Bouar USMS par des éléments armés et saisie d'armes. 

 

According to multiple local sources and reports, in the early hours of the morning on 9 June, Bouar 

(Nana Mambéré Prefecture) USMS camp was attacked by armed elements. A number of USMS 

trainees were reportedly injured in the attack. FACA elements stationed in Bouar reported that 

they pursued the attackers along the along Bouar-Baoro and Bouar-Bozom axes, clashing with and 

killing a number of armed elements near Kpocte/Dikofio villages, and recovering weapons and 

ammunition. It should be noted that no evidence that armed elements were killed during fighting 

had been presented by the time of writing.  

Materials reportedly recovered from armed groups by the FACA included: 18 or 19 PG-7 rockets; 

seven RPG; three AK-type rifles; 165 rounds of 7.62 mm calibre ammunition; four offensive 

grenades; nine rounds for grenade launcher; five magazines for FN FAL rifle containing 35 rounds 

of ammunition; one two-way radio receiver (walkie-talkie); 13 mobile phones; 15 backpacks and 

various clothing; 690,000 CFA in cash; some medication (observed in photographs but not 

reported).  

The Government blamed 3R’s Abbas Sidiki for the attack (see below). FACA and local authorities 

suspected the involvement of 3R elements who deserted the USMS after training (see para. 65 of 

the body of the report) given the targeting of certain tents and other indications that the attackers 

had intimate knowledge of the camp.  

This attack came after a series of communiqués published by Abbas Sidiki accusing the 

Government of failing to uphold its obligations under the Peace Agreement and of supporting 

attacks against the Fulani community. On 5 June, the 3R leader announced his withdrawal from 

the Agreement follow-up mechanisms and the withdrawal of 3R elements from the USMS (see 

below). According to armed group members, disagreements over the chain of command of the 

USMS and its jurisdiction were the catalyst for this latest conflict between the Government and 

3R.  

The Panel will continue to investigate this incident, including to ascertain involvement of 3R 

combatants, as well as other security challenges impacting the roll out of the USMS.

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Annex 6.5: Ongoing human rights violations and concerns over behaviour of national 

defence and security forces as they deploy countrywide / Violations des droits de l’homme 

en cours et préoccupations concernant le comportement des forces nationales de défense et 

de sécurité lors de leur déploiement dans tout le pays. 

 

Human rights violations, including sexual violence and violence against women, involving FACA 

soldiers continue to be reported across CAR as national defence and security forces are redeployed. 

Within those reported incidents of human rights violations involving FACA verified by the Panel, 

the Panel notes that FACA soldiers continued to use excessive violence to resolve personal 

disputes against unarmed civilians, in some cases leading to hospitalization of the victims. For 

example, in Paoua (Ouham-Pendé Prefecture), two female civilians were hospitalized having been 

beaten by two FACA soldiers following a personal dispute on 10 May. FACA soldiers have also 

continued to use their positions of authority and weapons for financial gain, in particular by taxing 

civilians at unauthorized road barriers and through cattle theft. The Panel noted that a number of 

such incidents took place in Mbomou and Ouham-Pendé Prefectures. In Bangassou (Mbomou 

Prefecture), where FACA soldiers extorted travellers at a number of barriers at the entrance to the 

town, on 28 March in Loungougba village, east of Bangassou, a FACA soldier hit a female trader 

for refusing to pay the amount requested at an unauthorized road barrier. Meanwhile, in Ouham-

Pendé Prefecture, FACA soldiers were involved in cattle rustling and extortion in several towns 

causing friction with herders. For example, on 14 February FACA on patrol in Poulao (Ouham-

Pende Prefecture) reportedly stole two heads of cattle, while on 30 March, a herder accused the 

local chief of Bedogo 2 and a FACA soldier of stealing three heads of cattle.  

The Panel notes that failure of the state to protect civilians lies at the core of many armed groups 

claimed purpose and that specific FACA violations against civilians have also been used by armed 

groups to justify attacks, for example by the UPC in Obo, Haut-Mbomou Prefecture and Alindao, 

Basse-Kotto Prefecture (see annex 4.1). In Obo, confidential local sources reported human rights 

violations to the Panel including: on 14 February, two FACA elements beat up a civilian in Obo 

and stole FCFA 55,000, and on 8 May in Obo (Haut-Mbomou Prefecture), a woman reported that 

she was threatened with death by a FACA soldier who refused to pay for the goods he had 

purchased. Finally, as mentioned above in annex 4.4, on 1 June, an unarmed elderly civilian in the 

Arab district was reportedly shot and killed by a FACA soldier.

Seizure of smuggled air pellet rifles in Bangui  

 

On 29 April, 135 air pellet rifles of mixed calibre (5.5mm and 4.5mm) were seized by the Bureau 

d’Affaitement Routier de Centrafrique, in collaboration with customs officials and the specialist 

police unit the Central Office for the Repression of Banditry (Office Central de Répression du 

Banditisme, OCRB). The weapons were undeclared and concealed within a refrigerated food truck 

alongside a shipment of groceries. Two Lebanese nationals were arrested and required to surrender 

their passports to the police but released on bail, in consideration of the heightened health risks in 

detention due to the COVID-19 pandemic. A police investigation into the case led by OCRB is 

ongoing.34  

 

The weapons fall into a category of non-lethal-purpose imitation firearms known as airsoft guns 

designed to fire small plastic or metal pellets and often used as sporting goods or toys. Nonetheless, 

some airsoft rifles can be a concern given the risk of conversion when combined with parts from 

real firearms. This is particularly relevant in the CAR context, where illegal artisanal arms 

manufacturing and weapons conversion has been well-documented, particularly amongst anti-

balaka (see also S/2018/1119, para 73 and annex 4.7, S/2018/729, paras. 88, 89 and 108). The 

Panel will continue to investigate this case and monitor trends in this regard.

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Seizure of arms and ammunition in Logone Oriental province, Chad   

 

According to online media reports and local sources, on 24 May provincial authorities in Doba, 

Logone Oriental province in Chad arrested five suspects following the interception of one of four 

motorcycles carrying a significant quantity of weapons and ammunition, including five anti-tank 

rocket launchers, 13 rockets, anti-tank weapons, at least one 9mm BLOW F92 blank firing pistol 

and a large quantity of ammunition, including incendiary rounds. Of the five individuals arrested, 

one is reportedly a Central African national. Reports indicate that three further motorcycles 

travelling in the same convoy escaped interception and fled over the border to CAR. The Panel 

will continue to investigate this case and the possibility that the arms captured were being 

transferred to armed groups in CAR.

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Annex 7.1 : Update on diamonds / Développements récents sur l’activité diamantifère 

 

The Central African Republic exported 1,390 carats of rough diamonds during the first 

quarter of the year (2020). As previously reported, the Panel believes that the figure is far 

below the estimated current production. Information reviewed by the Panel showed that 

smuggling activities continued (see S/2019/930, para.153). 

At the 2019 KP Plenary meeting (New Delhi, 18-22 November 2019), the Operational 

Framework was amended with a view to making the export process of CAR rough 

diamonds smoother and thereby increasing legal trade (S/2018/729, para. 111). Exports 

from the so-called “compliant” zones now have to be notified to, rather than approved by, 

the KP Monitoring Team. This change came in response to longstanding calls by the CAR 

authorities to facilitate exports.  

The impact of those measures is yet to be felt however, as exports recorded during the first 

quarter of 2020 are still less than the country’s estimated current production.  

CAR mining authorities repeatedly shared with the Panel the country’s willingness to put 

in place targeted measures in order to increase the number of zones declared “compliant” 

under the KP, including in eastern CAR where most mining sites remain, to date, under 

armed groups’ control. In this regard, the Panel is aware of the Government plans to create 

a mining police force.35 While this project could overcome several challenges in the sector, 

it should be part of a comprehensive solution (see S/2019/930, para. 155).  

The Panel was informed by several sources that 3R armed elements in so-called KP “green” 

zones, in Mambéré-Kadéï Prefecture. The Panel intends to investigate if the armed group 

interfered with the diamond trade in these areas.

CAR and Chad held the 14th session of their joint commission from 20 to 21 December 2019 in 

Ndjamena, Chad. In accordance with its longstanding position, Chad agreed to consider reopening 

the border between the two countries (officially closed since 2014) after the restoration of security 

based on the redeployment of CAR national defence and security forces to the border area. The 

CAR delegation committed to their redeployment as a priority in Ngaoundaye, Bemal (Ouham-

Pendé Prefecture), Sido (Ouham Prefecture) and Ngarba (Bamingui-Bangoran Prefecture). 

The Chadian delegation underlined the importance of security provision by CAR authorities for 

transhumance activities on their territory. On this issue, delegations committed to implement the 

bilateral agreement of October 2012. 

The Chadian also expressed concerns regarding the consequences of the crisis in CAR on Chadian 

nationals.

On 31 March, Saudi Arabia confirmed to the Panel that an individual using a Sudanese passport 

featuring the name of Mohamed Abdallah Brema travelled, as part of the Hajj campaign, from 

Khartoum, the Sudan, to Al Madinah, Saudi Arabia, on 4 August 2019 and from Jeddah, Saudi 

Arabia, to Khartoum on 20 August 2019.

Martin Koumtamadji’s name was added to the 2127 Committee sanctions list on 20 April.36 

In November 2019, he was arrested in Chad.37 In spite of extradition requests by CAR authorities, 

Chadian authorities kept him in Ndjamena, reportedly under house arrest.38 On 1 June 2020, he 

was brought before a judge in Ndjamena and sent to jail.39 

Chad has yet to respond to the Panel’s requests for information on Koumtamadji.
